AGREEMENT FOR ACADEMIC, CULTURAL, AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION
between the
UN!VERSIDADE FEDERAL DA BAHIA, SALVADOR, BAHIA, BRAZIL

AFRICAN SCHOQOL OF ECONOMICS

With the objective of strengthening the ties of cooperation between Brazil and Benin, the Federal
Uhiversity of Bahia, hereinafter known as UFBA, represented, in this act, by the Rector, Prof.
Paulo Cesar Miguez de Oliveira, and the African School of Economics, herginafter known as ASE,
represented, in this act, by the President and Founder, Leonard Wantchekon, do sign this Cultural,
Educational, and Scientific Agreement of Cooperation.

CHAPTER |
THE SCOPE QF THE COOPERATION

ARTICLE It

The areas of coopération covered by this Agreement include any field of knowledge, school,
faculty, institute, department, center or program of extension or research that is congidered to be
of mutual interest and that can contribute to the achievement of the goals established by the two
Parties.

CHAPTER 11
THE AREAS OF COOPERATION

ARTICLE 2:

The following activities shall be promoted as priority items:




a) Double degree programs in Mathematics-Economics-Statistics and Statistics-Cotmputer
Science;

b} Collaboration between lecturers and researchers regarding the development of research;
c} Promotion of scientifi¢ events;

d) Supervision and co-supervision of Master’s dissertations and Doctoral theses; participation
in Examination Boards;

e) Exchange of bibliographic material;
f) Joint commitment to fundraising activities.
CHAPTER 1

THE METHODS OF COOPERATION

ARTICLE X

The conditions related to the realization of the joint activities, as well as the utilization of the
outcomes and production thereof, shall be decided by common accord and shall merit ampie
internal publicity in both institutions.

CHAPTER IV
FINANCES

ARTICLE 4:

The present agreement does not imply any financial obligation on the part of cither of the interested
parties. Projects which involve the procurement and management of financial resources will be
subject to Addendum Agreements, wherein the parties involved must attach supporting
docurmentation of the funding.

CHAPTER Y
DOUBLE DEGREE PROGRAMS

ARTICLE 5:

The aim ig to build a program that gives talented students in Bahia a rigorous bachelotr’s degree
education, thereby enabling these students to gain admission o top master’s and Ph.D. programs,
ASE and UFBA will develop two double degree programs which are: A degree in Mathematics-
Feonomics-Statistics and a degree. in Statistics and Computer science.




L Program Components: Participating students with demonstrated financial need will
receive financial support in the form of partial or full scholarships and/or stipends,
conditional on the availability of funding. Program. participants will complete
coursework at ASE and UFBA, tutoring, mentoring, and shail have the opportumty to
take part in ongoing ASE and UFBA research activities,

il Adsmissions: All participants will be admitied through the standard admissions process
at UEBA. ASE will help recruit applicants. and will participate in the selection of
program patticipants from among the pool of students admitted to the UFBA’s

program. A target cohort of 20 students is planned for the first academic year; the
progrart may subsequently increase its enrodlment.

HL Curriculum and Instruciion: ASE and UFBA representatives will collaborate to formulate
curricular enhancements at the ASE and UFBA. These will include courses with guest lecturers
from thie partner institdtion and sumtper preparatory Courses.

V. Awarding of Degrees: Program participants who successfully complete all requirements
for the bachelor’s degree in Mathematics, Statistics and Economics or the Bachelor’s degree in
Statistics and Computer science at UFBA shall be awarded degrees from ASE and UFBA.

V. Funding: ASE and UFBA representatives rmay both take part in fundraising activities.

VL Effective Date and Termination of Agreement: The program will be launched as apilot in
the 2022-2023 ar.:_ader'ni_r: year. The program may be exiended by mutual agreement. Either ASE or
UFBA may terminate the Agreement through written notice provided 12 months.in advance.

CHAPTER VI |
THE INSTITUTTONAL REPRESENTATION
ARTICLE 6:

The Parties indicate two Institutional Coordinators o be responsible for the adminustraton of the
activities performed under this Agreement. UFBA’s Institutional Coordinator shall send annual
reports to the International Affairs Office - SRVLIFBA.
